               Anthropology of Synthesis
Signs, Rhythms and Functions of Planetary Man
The planetary man is already born, but an explicative science is lacking.

Anthropology of the future has its foundation not on theoretical models but on living models, it is born not of past memories but of germs of future. In the past, our explanation of man was through science; from now on we must explain science through man.

Between old anthropology –whether it is called physical, metaphysical, cultural or structural– and new science of the human being there is the same distance that between classical physics and relativistic physics; there is not only a difference as to content but also a difference as to method.

Any anatomic, psychological and social schema once helpful to describe the earthly man of yesterday becomes now useless to discover the cosmic man of today. The new era’s impact has brought about a structural change in the ecosystem, translated into a new anthropological proportion that affects as much consciousness as physiology. Anthropology of synthesis is an attempt to include in a significant unity a diversity of signs, rhythms and functions that anticipate and characterise an anthropological model of future.

Our so far developed sciences are a product of  fragmented knowledge. Anthropology of synthesis becomes a symbol of  integration of man. As an epistemological proposition is a synthesis that transcends theoretical postulates and becomes a tool of approximation between the way of knowledge and the way of life.

ANTHROPOLOGICAL SUBJECT OF FUTURE

Modern man plays with the future, but the future is playing with man. Under this sign, planetary man is born.
Anthropology of synthesis rather a construction of systematic thought is an attitude of the spirit toward the comprehension of the human being as a whole. Comprehension of wholeness is ‘synthesis’*, but not only logic synthesis but even analogical and biological synthesis too.

The  planetary man should be lived in order to be comprehended. He is discovered by reading signs, by a dance of forms and by a synthesis of substances. A method of knowledge becomes a method of life. 

This text is the intellectual translation of a living experience, a proposition for knowledge and life –a subject and a tool at a time.

Today we are living a phenomenon of future that we do not understand, and that disturbs human existence at its very foundations. From this existential shock the new anthropological subject is arising, which is not of principles or forms, but of life of the planetary man, becoming rather a physiology than a metaphysics. Such a living subject can be translated into concepts, but is not a concept. Scientific and philosophic language is not enough, and logos gives way to symbol. 

The mission of future anthropology reveals those significant subjects for the future of man, and not only as propositions for the intelligence but as signals for the way. In the event that we are unable to recognise on time these ‘subjects-signs’ of the future, and to glimpse through these ‘signs’ of the future a new ideal to live and to be, we would run the risk of flowing into aberrant forms of life (as it is happening now). If higher human functions are not activated and the access to the new world is not gained on time by setting a foot on the new Earth, then man will be destroyed by those forces unleashed by him. To re-establish the ecological balance in the planet a rationalisation of technology is not enough: we need to gain access to the physiology of the planetary body. Just on this new body we shall be able to live, because it will have suitable energy and immunising defences to sustain life on a higher level of consciousness. Otherwise, lower animal forces –insects (those insects carried by us within)– shall invade us (they are invading us right now).

Anthropology of synthesis is a guiding science of human behaviour, and it shows not only tracks of the anthropological past but signals of upcoming men.

The planetary man is a “plasmation” of the new era; the ‘human matter’ undergoes a destabilisation, invisible cosmic streams become visible, and life produces new flashes, new configurations and new organs. This leap into anthropogenesis is a true artwork achieved by an unknown artist: it belongs to none in particular, and belongs to all. It is evolution and revelation, and  belongs to history and is outside history; the process conceals the message, but this message is revealed in the process.
TOWARD A SCIENCE OF FUTURE MAN

The fundamental crisis of sciences in our time lies on the divorce of the way of knowledge from the way of life.

The new science is not based on some new discovery or on some new theory but on a new vision. The key to the future man is not to know but to ‘see’.

Method of synthesis, as a principle, is not the way of the integrated science, but the way of integration of man. For an epistemology of synthesis, method is not only method of knowledge but method of life.

Beyond great scientific corporations that mark the course to modern society, a planetary community of men of science is emerging –they think and model the world of the future. It is not a new form of science “organisation” any more, but a visible and invisible community that works as science organ. It is a new prophetic-scientific organ.
INHERITANCE OF THE FUTURE

Who is the new man, and where is he coming from?

To approach genetics of the future we should learn to recognise the luminous faces of new men in the midst of a faceless multitude.

Modern world is an existential desert, in which tracks marking the way disappeared. However, as the ancient signals are erased, their archetypal models meet again somewhere else, not on signs engraved on stones but on traits imprinted on man.

The lost track is met again in the coming men. We should seek in them signs of the future.

The key to the future of human race is the gestation of a new inner means. This means cannot be made by biological hybridisation or by genetic engineering, but it is born by social fertilisation.

The message of the future is not only a current of inspiration but also a force of incarnation. It is the shake of the soul by the presence of Love; it is the mark left by the fire of the spirit on human matter. It is the mystical, archetypal wedding, transferred –like a sign of new time– from the mythical space of the hero to the existential space of the ordinary man.
