NEW IDEAS AND WORKS

Even though this historic event was an immediate result of a series of notable discoveries in the field of physics, its remotest records should be found in the advance guard of pure sciences and in philosophy of sciences.


As much Maxwell, as Lorentz, Einstein, Planck and so many other pioneers of contemporary science, have been great insightful and Promethean men who have brought to earth renewed expressions of the divine fire; they are great modern mystics who channel new ideas in the body of humanity. They made  not only our present technological era possible, but also taught other men a new form of thinking.
