University Mastership and Pedagogy of Synthesis
Our familiar educational system is a fragmented field of partial knowledge.  

The link between the parts and the whole is lost.
We have more information, but less vision.
So, to this end, we need a new pedagogy,

a pedagogy of participation

through the teacher-disciple link. Informatics is not sufficient.


To the cybernetic “man-machine” relationship outside,

            corresponds the “teacher-disciple” link within.

Today Japanese fifth generation computers represent the “last word” of our technical civilisation, but the last word is not sufficient to enter the new era; we need the “first word”, and this “first word” is of the masters, not of the computers.

We should not refuse technique, but we should not create either the myth of cybernetics, informatics and general theory of systems.

We have entered the planetary civilisation of the third millennium.

Every one of the peoples on Earth participates and contributes: science, technology, organisation.

Here, in Argentina, we have to give what is ours.

Argentine is not only half-castes, melting-pot of races, and granary of the world, but also planetary point where a new human synthesis is gestated, and balance of forces by harmony of material and spiritual values.


As values at stake for this new synthesis, we perceive not only that an “Argentina as thought” or an “Argentina as feeling” appears (to recognise with these terms writings of Argentine authors who expressed it like that), but also an “Argentina as sacrifice” gets up: a sacrifice of Argentina as people, an offering of human matter for a new “plasmation” of the spirit in the soul of the people.
Teachers are called to participate in this delicate educational mission of “plasmation”, not of information (to this end, we have computers). How? By projecting their own vocational force on the soul of new generations, as those precursory Argentine teachers did!
